General Conditions for Auction

The auction is held exclusively on behalf of and for the account of
third parties.

The auctioneer is authorized to pursue in his own name all rights
and claims arising from the vendor’s instructions or the knocking
down of lots.

Lots are knocked down to the highest bidder. The auctioneer has the
right in justified cases to refuse to knock down a lot, and to
withdraw, combine and divide lots. Equal bids are determined by
drawing lots. A bidder is bound by his bid if it is followed by a
higher bid which is invalid or which is immediately refused by the
auctioneer. In case that a higher bid, which was placed in time,
erroneously was overlooked or in any other cases of doubt, the
auctioneer may cancel the knocking down and reoffer the lot. The
auctioneer may knock down a lot subject to the seller’s subsequent
approval. The bidder is then bound by his bid for a period of four
weeks from the date of making the bid.
